TWINNING PROJET ABSTRACT
“Strengthening the capacities of the Court of Accounts of the Kingdom of Morocco in State accounts certification, evaluation of public programmes and projects, and assessment of budget execution.”

Beneficiary Authority: Court of Accounts (Cour des comptes)

This twinning light project falls within the framework of the Technical Cooperation Facility (TCF) – Morocco, under decision no. NDICI-GEO-NEAR/2022/ACT-61040, and will be implemented under indirect management with the Moroccan authorities.
It belongs to the "Financial control, internal market and economic criteria" sector.
The specific objective of this twinning is to support the Court of Accounts of the Kingdom of Morocco in strengthening its professional and technical capacities to carry out its mandate in accordance with best international standards and the practices of leading Supreme Audit Institutions (SAIs). The project aligns with the overall goal of enhancing public financial governance in Morocco by reinforcing the role of the Court in its oversight functions.
The twinning will take place in a context where the Court’s powers have recently been expanded to new and technically demanding areas, such as the certification of the State accounts (effective since 2020), the evaluation of public programmes and projects, and the assessment of State budget execution. These domains require progressive institutionalisation and continued support by partners with proven expertise, given their complexity and the long learning curve they involve.
The project consists of three main components:
· Strengthening the Court’s capacity for State accounts certification, in line with international auditing standards and good practices;
· Improving the Court’s ability to evaluate the performance of public programmes and projects, with a focus on inclusive development and alignment with performance-based budgeting principles;
· Enhancing the Court’s expertise in the assessment of State budget execution, particularly regarding transparency, accountability, and performance.
The components will be implemented through studies (analyses, reviews, benchmarking, diagnoses, evaluations, and so on), surveys, trainings, study tours, round tables, seminars, etc.
